FC Shakhtar was founded in 1936 in the city of Donetsk in Eastern Ukraine. The club have been 
Champions of Ukraine in the years 2002, 2005, 2006, 5-times Ukrainian Cup holder, Ukrainian 
SuperCup holders in2005, 1st Channel Cup holder 2006 in Israel.

Centre (www.imfc.shakhtar.com), sports marketing, construction of the first Eastern Europe 5-star 
stadium.

New stadium Shakhtar
The total budget of the project is $250 million. The stadium is designed to seat 50 000 people. The new 
FC Shakhtar Stadium will have a unique design, which is very different from those of other international 
stadiums. This building will become a showplace for Donetsk - another example of harmonious inner 
city architectural ensemble where ancient churches stand next to ultra-modern structures. 

The new FC Shakhtar Stadium is planned to open in May 2008. This will allow time for a program of 
events to mark the opening and to rehearse the safety and operational procedures prior to the start of 
the new football season. It also aligns with the stadium hosting games in the UEFA Youth Tournament 
in 2009 and, further a field, hosting games in the Euro 2012 Football Championships, which will take 
place in Ukraine and Poland. In fact, one of the semi-finals of the competition is proposed to take place 
in Donetsk. 

The stadium design and its interior arrangement will necessarily meet all official UEFA and FIFA 
requirements for 5-star stadiums. This will enable the new 'Shakhtar' stadium to apply for the hosting of 
UEFA and FIFA finals and be included in the list of stadiums accredited for hosting the most important 
national competitions.

The stadium will also have a Club Museum outlining the Club’s distinguished history and the most 
significant trophies. Interactive screens and sports exercisers providing children and teenagers with the 
opportunity to test their knowledge and strength will be located in the same area. This part of the 
stadium will provide attractions for the entire family.

The project to build the new Shakhtar Stadium is a key element of the Club’s strategy to be recognized 
as one of the leading clubs in European football. It is, therefore, progressing in line with the improved 
performance of the team in domestic and European competitions and the development of the Club’s 
Training Camp and Re-habilitation Centre.

The new Shakhtar Stadium will be the first stadium in Eastern Europe to be designed and newly 
constructed in compliance with UEFAs 5-star Guidelines. This, together with the size and complexity of 
the project gives it a truly pioneer status. This has brought its own challenges which the Club has 
sought to overcome by utilizing the expertise and professional ‘know-how’ of Western consultants and 
advisers who for limited periods have been hired to determine the key issues of design, cost and 
general contractor selection.
